E.g. Construct a yes/no data base to classify leaves

Generate process interpret, store and present data understanding the need for accuracy

E.g. As part of work on a system life cycle pupils interrogate information testing their hypotheses.

Interpret findings, check their plausibility and recognise that poor quality information leads to unreliable results. 

E.g. mistakes in measurement data leading to misleading graphs.

	Control/Sensing

e.g. differences in mobile phone tariffs exploring variables of cost and time

Communicate information having made choices about the appropriate medium, content and structure demonstrating an understanding of audience and purpose.  E.g. 

Presentation of a design and technology project such as building a fairground to potential theme park developers

Communication
